1 OBJECTIVES :

S.0.3097(E).—Department of Electronics and Information Technology (DeitY), Government of

India,has notified “Electronics and Information Technology Goods (Compulsory Registration) Order, 2012”
for compulsory registration of notified electronic goods based on their compliance to Indian Safety
Standards. For success of the initiative, there is a need to strengthen the available testing infrastructure and
expand the network of test laboratories in the country who could evaluate the compliance of these goods to
notified standards. This is also needed to strengthen the cause of development and mandating of standards
in the country as envisaged under the National Policy on Electronics, 2012.
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This Scheme for setting up / up gradation of quality control / electronic products testing Laboratories is
announced to encourage setting up of testing facilities by Central / State / Academic Institutions who are
desirous of capturing this opportunity by setting up independent test facilities which could be used for
evaluating goods under the “Electronics and Information Technology Goods (Compulsory Registration)
Order, 2012,

The other objectives of the scheme include:

To establish test facilities scattered over the country for evaluating compliance of goods to safety
standards for facilitating the process of initial registration/surveillance

To test the surveillance samples received from DeitY and other stakeholders at rates as decided by
DeitY from time to time

To facilitate exporters to test their products

The scheme and the infrastructure so developed is expected to benefit all stakeholders including domestic
industry, exporters, importers, entrepreneurs, small and medium enterprises, existing academic & research
institutions, electronic products standards setting bodies.

2 AMOUNT AND PATTERN OF ASSISTANCE:

The scheme for grant-in aid is open for setting up / up-gradation of upto 15 labs
The total amount of grant-in—aid would be Rs 150 Lacs (max.),subject to the following ceilings:

a) Cost of laboratory equipment - Rs. 120 Lakhs (max)

b) Cost of basic supporting testing infrastructure - Rs. 20 lakhs (max).

c) Professional fees / Expert fee for setting up / up-gradation of laboratories and cost for
obtaining recognition / accreditation/ calibration and consultancy charges thereof, cost for
follow up action as well as interim assessments by DeitY - Rs. 10 lakhs.

Central / State Government and its organizations / Universities (including deemed universities) will

be eligible for grant-in-aid of entire cost of laboratory equipment required for labs. They would also be
eligible for 25% of the cost of basic supporting testing infrastructure (excluding the land and building
cost) and furniture and the fixtures associated with the equipment infrastructure.

iv) In addition, Central / State Government and its organizations / Universities (including deemed
universities would be eligible for Professional fees / Expert fee for setting up of laboratories and cost
for obtaining recognition/ accreditation/ calibration and consultancy charges thereof, cost for follow up
action as well as interim assessments by DeitY.

The testing facilities so created shall be accessible to public and available for testing products in an
independent manner to any user.

The applicant organisation should preferably have experience in the area of testing of electrical
/electronic products.

Only Indian Institutions are eligible to apply under this scheme.

3. Implementation Procedure:

Proposals for financial assistance for setting up/ up-gradation of electronic products testing / quality
control laboratories shall be received directly by Department of Electronics and Information
Technology (DeitY).

All the proposals received for financial assistance will be placed before Techno Scrutiny Committee
(TSC) constituted by DeitY for examining such proposals from technical angle. Applicant
organizations will make presentations before TSC, if necessary. The organizations will have to
furnish information / documents as sought by TSC.

Thereafter, the proposals recommended by TSC from technical angle and complete in all respects
will be placed before the duly constituted empowered committee for consideration and approval.
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iv) Empowered Committee, in view of the target to establish facilities across the country, may at its
discretion reject a qualifying proposal; on the consideration that facility being created is at a location
where adequate infrastructure already exists.

An affidavit duly executed on non-judicial stamp paper of Rs.100/- or more duly notarized by
Notary Public affirmingthat the organization has not obtained / applied for or will not obtain any
grant / subsidy from any Ministry / Department of Central Govt / GOI organization / agencies
and State Govt for the same purpose.

An undertaking (duly notarized) on non-judicial stamp paper, minimum value Rs.100/-solemnly
affirming that the gap in the means of finance between grant amount sought and approved shall
be borne by the organization.

5. Appraisal and Release of Funds:

b) Furnishing of Copies of Purchase order for the equipment, infrastructure or services
intended to be procured with this instalment

3rd and final instalment of remaining 20% of the grant in assistance will be released subject to

the condition that :

a) Utilisation and submission of utilization certificate of the second instalment

b) The project has achieved completion by virtue of obtaining NABL Accreditation / BIS
Recognition

i) The beneficiary organization shall submit periodical progress report (at frequency desired by DeitY)

to this Ministry till the laboratory achieves NABL accreditation / recognition from BIS

iii) The total grant—in—aid under the Scheme would be available from the date of approvalof project by

iv) The implementation schedule for each project would be about 12 months (from the date of the

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v) The Scheme shall be open for applications for three years from the date of its notification or till 15
entities are selected for providing grant under the scheme, whichever is earlier. The
applications received under the scheme shall be appraised and considered on an on-going
basis

6. Review of Scheme
The Department of Electronics and IT will periodically monitor and review the progress of the
scheme and issue guidelines, form, formats, conduct periodic reviews and propose
amendments etc. to the scheme. Such guidelines or form, formats and constitution of various
committees etc., as needed would be made available on DeitY website from time to time.
